Appointed predoctoral fellows will receive a stipend in the amount of $20,772. In addition, trainees will have $2406.57 to apply towards tuition and fees, $2000 for health insurance, $750 for travel expenses to a national scientific meeting, and up to $2200 toward research and/or training related expenses (reagents, laptop, books, etc.).
As a stipulation of accepting this fellowship, trainees are expected to participate in the Neurobiology of Aging course (PHRM 5100, offered every odd year, in the Fall) and participate in presentations related to the Neurobiology of Aging, that are part of the Pharmacology & Neuroscience journal club (PHRM 6699). In addition, they are expected to present their progress at the Annual Neurobiology of Aging Trainee symposium (held at UNT Health Science Center).
